	The revised manuscript shows improvement in clarity and structure. The title has been appropriately refined, and the abstract now better reflects the sampling approach and acknowledges the low explanatory power of the model. Ethical approval and references are clearly presented.

However, some key issues raised in the previous review remain only partially addressed. In particular, the very low R-squared (≈0.03) still limits the strength of the conclusions and should be more strongly emphasized across the Results, Discussion, and Policy Implications. In addition, some statements continue to imply causality despite the cross-sectional design and should be further toned down. The policy implications would also benefit from more concrete, habit-focused intervention examples. Minor language and stylistic issues persist and require final copyediting.

Overall, the manuscript has improved but still requires minor revisions.
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
