2. Materials and Methods
· The term “Methodology” should be changed to “Materials and Methods”.

· This section should be combined with the Study Area to form one integrated unit.

· The researcher must clearly describe the methods used, the instruments employed, and procedures, but in a very concise and direct manner.

· References must be added to support the methods.

· A map of the study area or the sampled villages must be included and placed under the Study Area subsection.

3. Results and Discussion
· It is unusual and scientifically problematic that the discussion section contains no references at all.

· Discussion should show how and why the researcher arrived at specific interpretations.

4. Research Gap
· It is better to move the Research Gap into the end of the Introduction.

· The paragraphs currently placed at the end of the manuscript should be relocated to the Results and Discussion section.
