	3. Fig. 1 has been mentioned “Normalized Difference Vegetation Index, 2015 and 2021” but maps showing year NDVI 2019 and 2013
4. The paper reports to do radiometric calibration, atmospheric correction and emissivity estimation, but the procedures only do some DN to TOA radiance conversion.

5. Standard LST retrieval requires explicit atmospheric terms or profile which are missing here.
6. Author uses a single emissivity value of 0.96 for all pixels, missing emissivity map 
7. SAVI, BUI, or the Heat Load Index (HLI) are not appearing in results, only mentioned, not formulated
8. Author state that two Landsat 8 images (Nov 2015 and Mar 2021) were used, but the analysis text and tables also report a 2019.
9. Planck inversion missing for conversion of brightness to LST
10. Author mentioned rise LST with each passing year but it was dropping in the year 2019
11. Regression output requires for NDVI and LST
12. Factors influencing LST ignored
13. Not addressed urbanization in study area
14. Text-to-image generators used in this research paper see. Table .1 
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
