	1. Overall Assessment
The manuscript addresses a critical issue in pediatric radiology—optimizing radiation exposure during chest X-rays. The topic is timely and relevant, particularly in the context of increasing awareness about radiation safety in vulnerable populations. The case study approach provides valuable insights into current practices at a diagnostic center in Lagos, Nigeria. While the study presents practical recommendations, it would benefit from enhanced methodological transparency and broader contextualization.

2. Major Comments
• Methodology Transparency:

The manuscript lacks sufficient detail regarding the study design, including patient selection criteria, sample size, demographic information, and statistical methods. Providing this information would enhance the study’s reproducibility and credibility.

• Radiation Dose Contextualization:

While radiation dose values are mentioned, they are not adequately contextualized. It is recommended to compare these values with established international pediatric imaging guidelines (e.g., ICRP, WHO) to assess compliance and optimization effectiveness.

• Image Quality Assessment:

The criteria used to determine 'acceptable' image quality are not clearly defined. The authors should consider incorporating standardized or quantitative measures to support their evaluations.

• Comparative Analysis:

The study would be strengthened by comparing findings with data from other diagnostic centers or published literature. This would help assess the generalizability of the results and highlight areas for improvement.

3. Minor Comments
• Literature Review:

The background section could be expanded to include recent advances in pediatric dose-reduction technologies and updated references from the past five years.

• Clarity and Style:

Ensure consistent use of terminology throughout the manuscript and address minor grammatical issues to improve readability.

• Figures and Tables:

Incorporating visual data such as tables or graphs to illustrate radiation dose ranges and optimization outcomes would enhance clarity. Ensure all abbreviations are defined in figure and table captions.

• Conclusion Improvements:

The conclusion could be strengthened by emphasizing practical implications for clinical practice and suggesting directions for future research.

4. Recommendation
The manuscript presents a valuable contribution to pediatric radiology and radiation safety. However, revisions are necessary to improve methodological clarity, contextualize findings, and enhance the overall presentation. I recommend acceptance after major revisions.
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
