	This study provides new knowledge on the morphology and morphometrics of otoliths from fish species from Guinea. Its main importance lies in enabling precise species identification; moreover, the high correlations found between fish size and otolith measurements provide a robust tool for reconstructing body size, which is essential for trophic analyses and fisheries management.
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	In the Methodology section, it is mentioned that both Total Length (TL) and Standard Length (SL) of the specimens were measured. However, all morphometric regressions use only Total Length (TL). It should be clarified whether Standard Length was not used for any specific reason.
