I would like to extend my gratitude to the authors for granting permission for the  Asian Journal of Geological Research to review their work entitled “Radiometric and geochemical techniques for delineating hydrothermal alteration zones and evaluating the mineralization potentials of the Basement Rocks in Orin-Ekiti and its Environs, Southwestern Nigeria” before its publication. After reviewing the manuscript, several concerns are raised, and these questions must be answered before the manuscript can be considered for publication. 
The following feedback has been taken into consideration:

· Figure 1 needs significant improvement, as the current contour lines and text are not clearly visible. A high-resolution image with better contrast, readable labels, and properly placed cartographic elements, such as a scale bar, north arrow, and legend is essential. Similar improvements are also required for other figures that lack these basic mapping components.
· The authors are advised to provide a detailed workflow outlining the radiometric and geochemical procedures used to delineate hydrothermal alteration zones and assess the mineralization potential of the basement rocks. Presenting these steps clearly will greatly improve the readability and methodological transparency of the manuscript.
· I recommend including a well-structured table for radiometric results and discussion section. Providing these values in tabular form will enhance readability, allow for easier comparison among samples, and support a more robust interpretation of radiometric anomalies in relation to alteration patterns and mineralization potential.
· The manuscript would benefit from including correlation coefficient graphs to enrich the analysis and better illustrate relationships among radiometric or geochemical parameters.
· In the Conclusion section, the authors are encouraged to add the limitations encountered during the study, along with recommendations for future work, to provide a more balanced and complete interpretation of the results.
· Finally, the manuscript requires a more comprehensive and updated literature review, incorporating additional relevant references to better contextualize the study within current research trends.
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
