	The field of mathematics education benefits greatly from this manuscript, especially when considering the little-studied situation in the Democratic Republic of the Congo. Examining situation-based and skill-based methods of teaching integrals brings to light the interaction of student comprehension contextualization and pedagogy. The study offers factual information that can guide curriculum development, textbook design, and teacher preparation in comparable low-resource contexts. Its focus on contextual learning and didactic transposition is in line with current global debates about innovation and equity in STEM education.

	Overall, the abstract is thorough and well-structured it includes the goals methodology, main conclusions and suggestions. However, the following could make it better. Cutting down on redundancy (e. g.  recurring allusions to innovation and contextualization. Making the methodological design clear by referring to it as a mixed-method exploratory study. The last sentence should be strengthened to emphasize the wider ramifications for mathematics education outside of Goma or the DRC. For example, the last sentence could read “In addition to contributing to global conversations on contextualized STEM education, the findings provide insights for enhancing mathematics pedagogy in settings with limited resources.”
	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	The manuscript is sound from a scientific standpoint. The approach makes sense the data triangulation is suitable, and the discussion skillfully connects empirical findings to theoretical frameworks like competency-based learning and didactic transposition. The conclusions align with the information that has been provided. Clarifying sample representativeness and going into more detail about limitations are two minor improvements that could be made.

	Both classic and contemporary works in didactics and mathematics education are cited and they are pertinent. The literature review could be strengthened though by a few more recent international references (after 2022) especially those that focus on STEM education and contextualized mathematics instruction in developing nations.

	Though it would benefit from language editing to ensure consistency in terminology and tenses improve fluency and correct grammar, the manuscript exhibits strong academic organization. Problems include sporadic interference from French to English (e. g. G. “secondary schools” → “schools secondary”) and non-standard terms. With a little polishing it will be up to scholarly communication standards.
