Inferential statistics, which would allow the results obtained from the sample to be generalized to the population, were not used in this study because it did not involve hypothesis testing and there was no need for statistical generalization.

The qualitative analysis is logically connected to the quantitative analysis, with an appropriate triangulation approach. The sample size for the qualitative component is small (n=6), and the analysis could be enhanced by including direct quotes from the interviews.

Almost all IMSIR ratings were Excellent, indicating that the material is indeed of high quality; however, the uniformly high scores make it difficult to determine whether the experts evaluated using similar criteria or entirely different standards.
