Tick-borne diseases  ( TBDs  ) continue to represent a major health concern for cattle worldwide, with an estimated eighty percent of the world's cattle population being afflicted by tick-borne hemoparasites, particularly in Africa. These diseases are caused by a variety of pathogens, including bacteria, protozoa, and viruses, which are transmitted to cattle through the bites of infected ticks (Rosenberg et al., 2018).
