	The abstract gives a reasonable overview of the study, but a few areas could be made clearer. The results section is quite packed, and reorganizing the key findings in a more orderly way would help readers follow the main messages. Adding the overall mortality rate would provide better context for the prognostic associations you report. The conclusion could also be tightened to reflect how the findings might guide clinical practice in similar settings. Overall, the abstract is adequate but would benefit from small refinements for clarity and emphasis.
	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	The manuscript appears scientifically sound, and the findings fit well with what is known about advanced HIV disease in similar settings. The data presented support the main conclusions, and there are no major scientific inconsistencies. Some sections—particularly the methodology and parts of the discussion—could be explained a little more clearly, but these are minor issues. Overall, the scientific content is appropriate and credible for this type of study.

	The manuscript includes a reasonable number of references, and several of them are relevant to the study context. However, many citations are somewhat dated, with several references more than 10 years old. Adding a few more recent studies—especially those published in the past 5–7 years on advanced HIV disease, cytopenias in HIV, and outcomes in the “treat-all” era—would strengthen the background and discussion. Including updated WHO guidance on advanced HIV disease and newer regional data from West or Central Africa may also improve the relevance and currency of the reference list.
	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	The overall English in the manuscript is understandable, but several sections would benefit from clearer phrasing and smoother sentence structure. Some paragraphs are lengthy or repetitive, and a few grammatical errors and awkward constructions may affect readability. With moderate editing for clarity, flow, and consistency, the manuscript can meet the language standards expected for scholarly communication.
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
