	The topic addressed is of scientific interest; however, the manuscript has some reservations regarding methodological rigor and data presentation. The depth of the scientific analysis remains insufficient at this stage. Furthermore, several essential pieces of additional information would benefit from clarification, including detailed mapping of the study area and observed movements, a table of geographic coordinates, the location of nesting sites, and the climatic characteristics of the Patna region. As it stands, the text adopts a more descriptive, naturalistic approach, at the expense of a structured scientific analysis.

	The bibliographic references used are scientifically sound. The article draws on approximately 13 recently published references (2017–2025), demonstrating its relevance to current research. Furthermore, 11 references cover an intermediate period, between 2003 and 2016. In contrast, the number of older references is limited: 6 sources dating from 1758 to 1987, primarily classic works or seminal texts.
