"In the Results section, the sentence regarding respondent income should include the currency unit (e.g., Nigerian Naira - ₦) to provide necessary context for international readers. Additionally, ensure the phrasing is concise.

"There is a typographical error in the description of Table 4 ('the that'). They wrote, “Table 4 revealed the that significant associations were found between socio-demographic characteristics and levels of adherence to medication among hypertensive patients.” I suggest that, “Table 4 illustrates significant associations between specific socio-demographic characteristics and medication adherence levels.
