	The study’s design, measurements, and interpretations are generally correct and aligned with established scientific principles. But several areas need clarification or refinement to improve scientific precision:
1. Sample size is small; these findings remain valid, but not strongly generalizable. The author should clearly state this as a limitation.

2. Please clarify the ART regimen: AZT and TDF are not normally used together in modern ART guidelines; this combination needs justification or verification.

3. Cross-sectional design cannot infer causality; the discussion sometimes implies causation. The author can use another word (such as 'associated,' 'may contribute to,' or 'linked to') to avoid ambiguity.

4. Some results require clearer physiological interpretation: Very high LH SD in females (+ 14.30) suggests variability that should be acknowledged; LH decline with age in HIV-positive adults should include possible confounders (e.g., BMI, estradiol/testosterone, stage of infection)
