For such a short time-period, only a major break-through would justify such an assumption. What does the phrase mean “The patients included in our study benefited from a complete clinical examination.” What was the adjunction offered to patients who entered the study? In what way diagnosis of cirrhosis was made? What was the mode of elastography?  Why 5.2 KP was selected instead of 20 or 25 KP? In what way was portal pressure measured?
