	Overall, the manuscript demonstrates good scientific temper. However, a few critical changes are required to improve the quality of the manuscript, which are mentioned below.
1. In-text citation for reference number (1) is missing in the manuscript. Referencing is starting from in-text citation no.2

2. In addition to the existing references, an extra reference can be added in the introduction of the manuscript. Kindly add a reference relating to the incidence of occurrence (existing statistical data or literature available) for high voltage electric injuries of the scalp and skull.
3. In the section of clinical presentation, kindly add the GCS score as well as muscle grading in view of the decreased muscle strength being mentioned, which would give better clarity to the readers as the neurology of the patient is involved in this case.

4. Was ASIA (American Spinal Injury Association) scale for impairment done? This scale would give a good insight relating to the preoperative status, and with repeated scoring being done postoperatively at regular intervals to track the improvement in the neurological status of the patient. It is worth mentioning regarding this in the manuscript.
5. Kindly add limitations pertaining to your manuscript in the discussion/ conclusion, such as no multi organ involvement or secondary complications etc. relating to the electrical injury.
