The paper provides useful methods that can help improve seedling establishment rates and standardize propagation processes. 	Yes, the interpretation is consistent with the mechanisms of GA₃ action, and the text accurately identifies statistically significant differences based on interaction and main effects.

	A number of conventional studies on gibberellic acid and seed germination are among the references cited in the manuscript that seem pertinent to the research topic. To increase scientific evidence, the list might benefit from including more current studies (within the last 5–7 years), especially with reference to GA₃ applications on cactus/dragon fruit seeds and interaction effects with soaking length.

	Although the manuscript is understandable and employs the appropriate scientific terminology, additional editing is required. A few lengthy or repeated sentences can be shortened, and punctuation and unit formatting should be fixed. The writing will be easier to read and better suited for publishing with a little linguistic refining.
