However, minor grammatical, punctuation, and formatting corrections are required — such as adding missing spaces after commas, correcting article usage, and ensuring consistent capitalization of graph names.

	some minor corrections are required in grammar, punctuation, and formatting to improve readability and scholarly presentation. For instance:
1. “defined as SO(G)” instead of “defined as SO”
2. “Triangle Parallel Graph R(G),Semi Total Graph Q(G)” should include a space after the comma, written as “Triangle Parallel Graph R(G), Semi Total Graph Q(G)”
3. “.” is missing at the end of the abstract.
4. the definition of the total graph (1.4) is incomplete or repeated from R(G) — it should be clarified.
5. In Lemma 1.5, the relationships between vertex and edge counts are correctly stated, but the presentation needs improved mathematical formatting. It is suggested to use an a (i), (ii), (iii), etc., for better readability and clarity.
6. Include schematic diagrams (simple labeled graphs are sufficient) for both S(P_n) and S(F_n). Without them, the logical flow and clarity of Theorem 2.1 are reduced, especially for readers unfamiliar with these transformations.
7. Consider the path P_n instead of Consider path P_n.
