 Firstly, I like to know why rivaroxaban was the anticoagulation chosen;
Secondly place even I didn´t know the birth country of the patient, it will be useful discuss about the TB vaccine, as this crude, old and very controversial vaccine is useful for the more severe forms of TB and widely use in the third world;
Thirdly, why in this case the use of corticoids was rule out (discussion please);
On the other hand, the author spoke nothing of the MDR-TB implication of the case, if no one, I wonder why focus in this information, if it´s not relevant for the case.

Finally, the diagnosis was made by sputum DNA and no culture was made (gold standard diagnosis), this kind of conduct is not universal or available across the world. Moreover, this bacillifere patient, which carry out a disseminated form of TB (extrapulmonary TB), usually need more than one approach for the diagnosis, however in this case, if we accept the cardiac involvement, how the author explains non pericardial disease and purely muscle involvement, is this of good prognosis? Is the main form? Their no data about it?

The endocavitary thrombus was consequence of global hypokinesis or we could speculate in endocardial involvement, if yes the endomyocardial fibrosis is possible as complication (discussion please)
No nutritional or hormonal information about de case was discussed (TSH) or haematological (anaemia). I infer that the author intention of a murmur and 3er sound description was merely for dilatation purpose, as a cardiologist I like to discuss more semiology and physical exam. Also, I feel the need of an electrocardiogram of the case and a thorax Rx, even though the focus was myocarditis by TB.
