Millions of people, reside in hot, arid regions of the world, are dependent on millets as a primary source of nutrition. Little millet and barnyard millet are among them. They both contain significant amount of nutritional content with several health beneficial properties. Assessment of grains structural and chemical properties of little millet and barnyard millet may help food researchers and food manufacturers to utilize these millets in different innovative food formulations.
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
