2. You clearly show that you conducted a review, however the following are missing; - 

· Specify the type of review: e.g., narrative review, scoping review, or systematic review.

· Mention the sources searched: databases (e.g.., PubMed, Scopus, Google Scholar, WHO reports, Indian government data).

· Indicate the timeframe: e.g., “literature published between 2010–2024.”

· Note the inclusion criteria: e.g., studies on STIs in India, One Health applications, zoonotic transmission, environmental determinants.

3. Including one or two statistics would strengthen the evidence base and would reflect the actual problem. 

4. Add a sentence on how findings can inform national STI programs or global health strategies.

	Yes, but it requires moderate revisions for-example
1. Adding in a section for methodology is required to provide the details on how this review was done.

2. You also need to add in stronger evidence backing. (You have too long paragraphs, yet with very few in-text citations, which creates evidence gaps).  Take an example of paragraph 2 of your introduction, it has 17 lines, but with only 2 in text citations. This creates ??? on plagiarism and lack of evidence, you need to re-revise your entire manuscript to fix in all the missing in-text citations/references.

3. Some paragraphs completely lack citations, yet you’re doing a “review”.!!! Why?

4. Conclusion is missing as the manuscript just ends abruptly without a synthesis of key findings or clear recommendations, which weakens its scientific completeness.
