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	The findings suggest that higher temperatures favour the development of Alternaria leaf spot in brinjal, whereas increased relative humidity and rainfall tend to suppress its progression.
Among the meteorological factors, the presence of Alternaria spores in the atmosphere, along with temperature and relative humidity, showed a strong correlation with disease progression and severity.
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
