	Minor revisions advised. The abstract is largely comprehensive. The definition of the ERWF timescale should be stated clearly and consistently (e.g., 10 days to 30 days). Also, the mention of ERWF's role in the "agriculture, energy, and public health sectors" is a key claim that should be briefly supported or expanded upon in the abstract to enhance its impact.
	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	Yes, generally correct, but needs refinement and clarification in a few areas. A critical issue is the unclear distinction between "Extended Range Weather Forecast (ERWF)" (10 days to one month) and "Sub seasonal" (2 weeks to 2 months) in the Introduction (Source 42), where the definitions appear to overlap and cause confusion.

	Sufficient. Maybe a little too much. This manuscript includes a robust list of references, with many citations from the last decade, indicating the use of recent literature. But a lot of them has very little direct relevance, so it is advised to remove that has very low or almost no direct connection to this paper.

	Inconsistent capitalization (e.g., in headings), and repetitive sentence structures that could be streamlined for better flow and clarity. Suggesting streamlining in few cases.
