This weakens reproducibility and confidence in comprehensiveness. I recommend adding a short Methods section (even for a narrative review) or at least describing how literature was identified.
Overstated claims about plants: the manuscript cites chamber and laboratory studies showing VOC removal and microbial contributions, but at times implies plants will meaningfully clean the air in real, occupied rooms. Much of the evidence shows limited or negligible whole-room removal by typical numbers of potted plants. The manuscript should present the evidence more cautiously.
