	The topics addressed in the manuscript are highly relevant to the scientific community, particularly in the context of accelerating global climate change and its consequences on the rapidly declining biodiversity. Birds serve as sensitive ecological indicators, and understanding how climate variability affects their distribution, migration, physiology and survival is essential for predicting broader ecosystem responses. By synthesizing findings from both global and Indian studies, the manuscript highlights evidence based concerns and emphasizes the need for informed conservation planning and policy intervention. Such reviews help identify research gaps, guide future monitoring priorities, and support development of climate resilient strategies that are crucial for the long term preservation of avian diversity. 

However, the manuscript would benefit if there is a section dedicated to the drivers and anthropogenic factors affecting climate change, stronger referencing for some unclear statements, improved grammatical clarity, and incorporating Indian case studies related to the altitudinal and phenological shifts due to climate change.

	The current title of the manuscript is very broad and generic which and does not indicate the theme of the review article. A title like “Climate Change and Avian vulnerability: A Review of Effects on Migration, Breeding, Physiology and Conservation” would be more suitable keeping the theme of the manuscript in focus.

	The abstract can be improved to make it more structured and academically precise. Currently, it summarizes effects but does not clearly mention the methodology, scope, or major conclusions. Some statements appear general and baseless.

Recommended Additions: -

· It can contain how the review was conducted (literature survey focus, timeframe, sources, etc.).
· It should mention key knowledge gaps or the significance of findings rather than just outlining impacts.

· What are the new insights this manuscript brings to the existing knowledge?


	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	Overall, the authors have put forward scientifically valid concepts and referenced credible published literature. However, there are several sections which need improvement for accuracy and reliability:

· Some statements lack supporting evidence or proper citations, particularly claims about species count affected by heatwaves, mortality estimates, reproductive failure and human-induced bird behaviours.
· Some unclear generalizations are presented without specifying species, region, or data source.

· Figures are conceptual rather than data-driven. They have to be scientifically restructured.

· Many interpretations are speculative and should be cautiously rephrased or supported by peer-reviewed literature.

· Add details for abbreviations when using for the first time in the article. (LiFE-?)

· There is inconsistency in referencing style and has to be corrected.

· Please check the grammatical correctness thoroughly. For example, “Ran of Kachchh” to be changed to Rann of Kachchh, the common names of birds are proper nouns and the first letter should be capital. 
· The figures and their captions, and references are misaligned. Please check before submitting.

	The manuscript includes a good number of references, many of which are from reputable, peer-reviewed journals, which strengthen credibility.
However, there are several improvements which can make the manuscript more robust and reliable.
