However, I’m not too comfortable with using the word “Modulatory” in the topic, and throughout the work, since only the Histopathological properties were assessed. To assess modulatory effects of a substance should involve assessment of other parameters. Since the Vitamin C was found to exhibit protective effects on the uterus, and this was ONLY assessed histologically, I think the word “Uteroprotective” or “Histoprotective” should be more appropriate and used to replace the word “Modulatory.”
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
