Section 2.2 – Experimental Design (Page 4): Verify and correct the average body weight for Group 3 rats, which is inconsistent with the other groups at ~120 g. The body weights should not differ much.
Section 2.3 – Dose and Dosage Administration (Page 4): The dosages of both Postinor-2 and Vitamin C should be expressed in mg/kg body weight.  Also, include the source or manufacturer of the drugs used.

Section 4 – Discussion (Pages 7–8): Correct the statement referencing Conz/Cons et al. (2020). The cited study discusses breast cancer risk associated with levonorgestrel, not uterine cancer.
