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	Author/s concluded that the most prevalent nematode, with 100% occurrence, included Pratylenchus, Hirschmanniella, Heterodera, Meloidogyne, and Longidorus. They were abundant in upland rice samples (39 to 1748 individuals) and lowland rice samples (75 to 1367 individuals). Pratylenchus sp., Hirschmanniella sp., and Meloidogyne sp. were associated with upland rice, while Heterodera sp. and Longidorus sp. were linked to lowland and irrigated rice, respectively. Further molecular and pathological characterizations of these nematode populations are necessary to develop effective management strategies for the most pathogenic ones in rice.
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
