	Yes, the abstract is well-written. It clearly summarizes the problem, the methods (year-long longitudinal study), the key findings (99% dominance of Culex and peak density in March), and the conclusion regarding control timing. No major additions are needed here.

	Yes, the study appears scientifically sound. The authors used standard dipping methods for larval collection and established taxonomic keys for identification. The statistical analysis using One-way ANOVA to compare habitats is appropriate for this type of field data. The conclusions drawn about the influence of temperature and rainfall on mosquito populations are supported by the data presented.

	The references are excellent. The authors have included very recent literature, including citations from 2024 and 2025, which shows they have kept up with the latest research in this field.

	The English is understandable, but it requires significant proofreading and editing before publication. There are frequent grammatical errors and awkward phrasings.

· Example 1: "Almost the students from 55 countries study and visits the IIUT". This should be rephrased to something like "Students from nearly 55 countries study at and visit the IIUT."

· Example 2: "Pucca Drains refers are lined drains...". This is grammatically incorrect.

· Example 3: "This investigation also observed lakes as unproductive mosquito breeding source". I recommend the authors have a native English speaker or a professional language editor review the text to fix these syntax issues.

	The "Results" section is very clear, especially the classification of the 12 habitat types. However, in the "Materials and Methods," the description of the study sites (specifically the universities) is a bit lengthy and could be condensed to focus more on the ecological features rather than the student population .
Minor Revision recommendation is primarily to address the grammatical errors and sentence structure. The scientific content does not require major changes
