The only widely accepted African crocodile genus is Crocodylus, with the Nile crocodile specifically named Crocodylus niloticus. Using Crocodylussuchus is scientifically inaccurate and could mislead readers. A corrected and suitable title would be: “Floristic Diversity and Habitat Characterization of Nile Crocodile (Crocodylus niloticus) in the Niger River, Niamey Region.
