	While this is a commendable improvement from the first manuscript, the title is still misleading and does not represent the information in the manuscript. There is no optimization and no evaluation data. If the author wants to keep the title, then he needs to add at least 3-4 batch formulations, tablet quality control data, stability study, assay method validation with calibration curves, and possibly real images of tablet. Otherwise, restructure as a narrative review on spirulina tablets. 

As a narrative review, my suggested topic would be, “Formulation strategies and quality considerations for spirulina tablets: a narrative review”. Remove any wording implying they conducted an experiment. Remove claims on spirulina that are not factually and/or lack empirical evidence (in the introduction and historical background). Remove the step-by-step manufacturing process (unless it is cited) and add a critique of literature. Summarize human trials in a table and add a limitations section.
The abstract needs a cleanup. Do you have the batch numbers? The friability test results? Stability timepoints? This can be avoided by converting the manuscript to a narrative review.

Some claims are not substantial.
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
