	Despite the comprehensiveness of the collection, the scientific structure of parts of the article is irregular. Some paragraphs are repetitive (especially the Nutritional and Growth Characteristics section, which appears twice). Also, some data are presented without analysis, and the logical coherence between sections needs to be improved.

Overall, the article is scientifically acceptable, but it requires structural corrections and content integration for publication.

	The references in the article are relatively extensive and include recent studies. However, some references are old (1980s and 1990s) and not directly relevant to the main message of the article.
