	This research investigates the influence of EG exposure on the liver, spleen, and male reproductive organs (testis, epididymis, seminal vesicle, and prostate) in Wistar rats. Rats were administered 0.75% EG orally for 12 hours daily over a 28-day period and compared to untreated controls. Histopathological analysis revealed that prolonged low-dose EG exposure induced notable changes in several organs. Liver tissues showed dilated sinusoids, hepatocyte necrosis, and vacuolization. Testicular tissue exhibited vacuolization, sloughing of germ cells, germ cell death, and disruption of the germinal epithelium. In the prostate, blood congestion was observed. In contrast, no significant histological changes were noted in the spleen, epididymis, or seminal vesicles.
