	· The use of convenience sampling and the lack of a sample size calculation. its implications for bias. The critical limitation of excluding patients >60 years and how this affects the prevalence rate 
· The use of Hepler and Strand's 1990 classification is outdated. More contemporary and validated tools like the PCNE (Pharmaceutical Care Network Europe) or ASHP classifications are preferred and allow for better international comparison. The authors cite a PCNE paper in the references but did not use it.
· As noted, the age data in Table 1 (39.17% in 50-60 years) seems inconsistent with a mean age of 56.4 and an upper limit of 60. This requires clarification.
· Many tables with only number and frequencies 
· The analysis is limited to descriptive statistics only (frequencies and percentages). For such a large sample, inferential statistics (e.g., chi-square tests, logistic regression) could and should have been used to identify factors (e.g., age, number of medications, specific department, comorbidities) significantly associated with a higher risk of DRPs.
· If data is still available, perform inferential statistics to identify risk factors for DRPs. This would elevate the paper from descriptive to analytical.

· Revise the Discussion and move beyond simply agreeing with other studies. Critically interpret your unique findings. Why were so many PPIs and antiemetics used without clear indication? What systemic failures do the high DDI rates suggest? Link recommendations specifically to the root causes identified.
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
