	Structure of paragraphs and sentences is excellent. I think it could be slightly better if some of the wordy sentences are separated too avoid confusion. Example : “The study involved 55 patients with NASH who were randomized using sealed envelope methods with assignment codes for each available allocation into
vitamin E group or control group (n=24) which received vitamin E 1000 mg once daily and roflumilast group (n=31) which received roflumilast 500 μg once daily.” Splitting it up or using parenthesis/comma when necessary could help

Also just some basic grammar fixes might help polish essay. Example: “Roflumilast is FDA-approved phosphodiesterase 4 (PDE4) inhibitor”. Adding “an” in between could help the smoothness. Result: “Roflumilast is
an FDA-approved phosphodiesterase 4 (PDE4) inhibitor”.
