	The manuscript is largely scientifically correct. The use of FM-OLS is scientifically appropriate for long-run time-series analysis with possible cointegration. The model specification is consistent with empirical standards in development economics.
Minor Issues which need attention:

Some variables appear to be stationary at level (I(0)), others at first difference (I(1)). Using FM-OLS requires them to be jointly cointegrated.
→ The manuscript does not mention performing a Johansen cointegration test or an Engle–Granger test.
This omission does not invalidate the entire study, but it is a methodological gap.

Model diagnostics not reported (like autocorrelation tests, normality tests, heteroskedasticity tests, stability tests (CUSUM) which are important for validating time-series models.
