- The paper fails to include a map indicating the specific geographic location of the proposed terminal. A map is necessary to demonstrate the site's connectivity within the region.

- Please provide a map illustrating the broader network of terminals. The analysis must account for the spatial and functional connections between the proposed site and existing hubs.

- While the "onan" (weekly market), Friday market, and centric road network are identified as influential factors, the paper lacks a detailed discussion on their specific impact. Please clarify the nature of these factors and how they reflect on the terminal’s feasibility.

- mention using a GIS-based approach and a draft RDTR for land-use analysis. However, the methodology, application process, and specific results of this analysis are missing. Please detail these findings.

- To strengthen the SWOT analysis and address current locational challenges, the paper should present and compare multiple proposed sites rather than focusing on a single location.

- There is a heading for Table 3 (SWOT variables), but the table itself is missing from the document, with the information appearing only as body text. Please insert the missing table.

- Conclusion and Recommendations, the current concluding section is too general. It needs to be rewritten to directly reflect the specific findings, goals, and issues addressed throughout the paper.

- While Figure 1 provides an aerial drone view, there is no 2D cartographic map showing the terminal’s coordinates, its distance from key landmarks, or its specific orientation within the regency.
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
