Parasinusal atrial tachycardia (AT) is an uncommon form of focal supraventricular tachycardia that may closely mimic inappropriate sinus tachycardia (IST), creating diagnostic and therapeutic challenges. Differentiating these entities is crucial, as IST is primarily managed medically, whereas focal AT is amenable to curative ablation. Although three-dimensional (3D) electroanatomical mapping facilitates precise localization, it is not universally available, making surface electrocardiography (ECG) analysis essential. The authors have emphasized that early recognition of parasinusal AT is essential to distinguish it from IST, ensuring timely curative therapy with excellent prognosis.
