	· 1. The title is grammatically incorrect and unclear.

· Suggested revision:

Nutritional Characterization and Promotion of Fonio (Digitaria exilis Stapf.) as a Functional Cereal in Chad
· Ash content reported (13.76 g/100 g) is exceptionally high and should be flagged as unusual.

· The reported ash content (13.76%) is far higher than values commonly reported for cereals (≈1–3%).

· Mineral, vitamin, and glycemic index data are taken from FAO/ANSES tables, not measured.

· Use consistent units (g/100 g DM or FW).

The research article cannot be accepted for publication in its current form due to incomprehensible scientific points. The methods section calculates components based on dry matter, while the table lists components per 100 grams. Energy was calculated using an equation that omitted the alcohol content, as in the FAO equations. The ash content is excessively high, and no convincing justification for this has been provided. Furthermore, many of the methods used lack proper citations, such as the reference for protein estimation.


	We agree with the editor's suggested title.
Indeed, during our three years of Ph.D. studies, we formulated five infant flours using maize, millet, red sorghum and rice. Our ash results ranged from 1.75 to 3.44. After receiving your email, I called the laboratory where our analyses were carried out. They had already left work. It is the day before New Year 2026. With the frequent power cuts in Chad, we put forward the hypothesis that the mineralization was not done properly (we should obtain white ash). If you agree, I suggest taking the average of ash content of the studies of Bama, Sanou and Hulse in Table 3 (4.58/3 = 1.53) and publish. After the holidays, I will travel to carry out analyses of the ashes, minerals and vitamins and will get back to you with another article.

Our results are expressed in g/100 g DM (table 1).
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
