  The discussion and conclusions should be tempered to reflect that this is a single-case observation, and the ethical/regulatory implications of using a human-derived product in cattle should be addressed.

  The manuscript would benefit from polished English, concise laboratory descriptions, clearer mechanistic explanations, and updated references to increase its scientific credibility and readability.

  Once these revisions are made, the manuscript will likely provide useful insights for veterinary practitioners dealing with ocular complications in trypanosomosis-affected cattle.
