	In the Introduction, it is suggested to update the references with recent studies instead of older references such as Esterbauer (1993) and Thiery and Seidel (1987). In the Methodology (Section 2.4), the Arsenic Acid Detection method has been clearly described, but it is not mentioned in the Abstract — this should be included for consistency. Similarly, the Abstract states that vitamin E was determined, but there is no description of its estimation method in the Methodology section. In Abstract mentions that price, omega-3 fatty acids labelled percentage, and expiration date were examined; however, the Methodology does not explain how these parameters were assessed or obtained from the product labels. These details should be added to maintain methodological transparency. In the Discussion section, it is recommended to include the impact of the oxidation process on oil quality and its potential health consequences to strengthen the practical relevance of the findings.
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
