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PD-L1 is responsible for T cell activation, proliferation, and cytotoxic secretion [1], also positive PD-L1 expression may play an important role as an effective marker of poor prognosis in patients with salivary gland carcinoma (SGC) [2]. Toll-like receptors (TLR), play a considerable role in the host's defence against microorganisms [3]and TLR5 activation can promote migration and invasion of salivary gland adenocarcinoma [4]. Vascular endothelial growth factor (VEGF) is a key regulator of angiogenesis [5], there is significantly higher VEGF expression in malignant salivary tumours vs benign tumours [6]. Neutrophil-to lymphocyte (NLR) is a reliable marker for PMNL [7] and considered as a non-invasive biomarker to predict prognosis and treatment-related toxicity in both adult and paediatric Salivary gland tumours (SGTs) [8].
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
