Specific Suggestions for Improvement (Minor)

1. The authors may consider briefly emphasizing in the Discussion how silent myocardial infarction can contribute to delayed recognition of large ventricular aneurysms, particularly in elderly patients without typical ischemic symptoms. This would strengthen the clinical teaching value of the case.

2. A short clarifying sentence in the Abstract or Figure legend noting the complementary role of cardiac magnetic resonance imaging in confirming aneurysm morphology may improve clarity for readers less familiar with multimodality cardiac imaging.
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
