	This manuscript serves as a critical reminder to clinicians and radiologists of a significant diagnostic pitfall in maxillofacial trauma. It underscores that a negative standard CT scan does not rule out organic foreign bodies, as dry wood can mimic air or fat due to its characteristically low Hounsfield Unit values. The case emphasizes the essential practice of optimizing CT window settings when clinical suspicion remains high and reaffirms surgical exploration as the definitive diagnostic and therapeutic intervention. By highlighting these key principles, the report aims to prevent delayed diagnoses, reduce complications from retained foreign bodies, and improve patient outcomes in similar clinical scenarios.
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
