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	Mudzi Rural District as a district of Mashonaland East Province, Zimbabwe, in southern Africa, covers 4075 square kilometers all of which is communal land, where plays highest role the oil industry deregulation. The investigation studies deeply how liberalizing the import, distribution and retailing of oil products that has reshaped market structure competitive behaviors. For this purpose, implemented state reforms has also opened new investment opportunities in this rural district. However, study marks some challenges concerning with regulatory gaps, illicit fuel trading, and inadequate infrastructure—which undermine the full benefits of deregulation. Assessing the impact of oil industry deregulation in this rural and poverty district is actual and plays challenging roles. 
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
