2) This paper reconceptualizes newly built highways as Common-Property Resources (CPR) and employs Ostrom’s polycentric governance lens to examine how institutional fragmentation, maintenance deficits, and weak accountability mechanisms convert infrastructure investments into economic liabilities.
3) This paper contends that the central problem is institutional: fragmented governance, unclear responsibilities across national, state, and local actors, and insufficient maintenance funding and monitoring transform highways into managed commons vulnerable to overuse and under-maintenance
4) To identify institutional mechanisms that contributes to premature highway degradation
5) This research argues for enhanced accountability through the introduction of three key institutional innovations: decentralized monitoring processes, participatory maintenance systems, and flexible financing mechanisms capable of bridging the gap between infrastructure investment and sustainable long-term management
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
