	Partly correct.  Objectives of the study are not clearly stated as a separate section.  Only two follow-up interviews makes a doubt that the result may be biased.  Most of the data is collected only from observation.  Research Methodology is, therefore, required to be changed.  From the table no.1 it is evident that various stakeholders involved in the tourism promotion.  The number of respondents from whom the data is collected is not mentioned anywhere.  How the data is collected? Where they were met? How they were selected? No information on these questions is found anywhere in the work.  
From out of the research, it is clear that tourism promotion has not taken place at all in the tourist spot.   Then, how the question of sustainability arises all of the sudden? 

Another major limitation of the work is that the work does not discuss anywhere utilization of technology and its impact in the region on tourism, though this aspect is pointed out in the recommendations part. 
No theories existing for tourism promotion, development and sustainability is thrown light anywhere.  

What is the necessity of conducting a follow-up interview, when no suggestions are implemented?  It seems that the data was collected in three phases such as identification of the problem, implementation of the treatment after diagnosis and follow-up.
