	I) Regarding Research Methods

1) The research methods should be divided into three parts: Part i. Characteristics of the research area (using only information relevant to the research area), Part ii. Field survey methods, and Part iii. Data analysis methods.

2) The field survey methods are still quite rudimentary. I believe that using structured questionnaires is insufficient for collecting information; additional methods, such as transect surveys or sample plots, are needed to investigate species composition in agroforestry systems.

3) The research group has not addressed the data analysis methods (internal work). Specifically: What methods are used to identify species? What classification system is used to build the list of species composition? What is the basis for classifying the functional groups of plants? What is the basis for determining the life forms of plants? What documents are used to determine the common names of plants?

4) On what basis was the 10% sampling for the survey conducted?

5) The unit of rainfall is mm, not cm.

II) Regarding research results and discussion:

1) The scientific names of some species are incomplete (missing author names) (highlighted in yellow in the manuscript).

2) The scientific names of some species are incorrect (highlighted in yellow in the manuscript).

3) Scientific names are not written according to the rules (highlighted in yellow in the manuscript).

4) Some species are currently synonyms of other species; therefore, this information needs to be updated in the paper, for example: Baccaurea sapida (Roxb.) Müll.Arg. Thevetia neriifolia is a synonym of Baccaurea ramiflora Lour., and Thevetia neriifolia is also a synonym of another species.

5) Currently, according to the modern classification system (APG IV), some species have moved to other plant families, for example: Baccaurea sapida (Roxb.) Müll.Arg. Now belongs to Phyllanthaceae, not Euphorbiaceae, or Areca catechu L., now belongs to Arecaceae.

6) Some genera names are misspelt, for example, Dellinia; the correct name should be Dillenia or Melastroma.

7) Some families are misspelt, for example: Melastrometaceae, the correct name is Melastomataceae, or Bromiliaceae, specifically Bromeliaceae

8) Species belonging to the subfamilies Caesalpiniaceae and Mimosaceae now belong to Fabaceae
