Normally, Sox and Nox concentrations are highest in summer( April/May for Jalna, Maharashtra), and the same for all places. It should be verified.

Line 16: respirable, not repairable.

Line 28: The exact number can not be determined as respiratory diseases are affected by various factors.

Some places it is SO2, and other places it is SOX. Why?

In Table 1:

For 30 and 60 samples, the sampling time for different months is 238 minutes. Why does each sample have a different time?

The units of SOX, NOX concentration, and unit of volume of air are not mentioned in the table.

Table 2 also has similar errors to Table 1.

The source of air pollutants must be explained in brief.

Air pollutant concentrations should have been shown separately in graphical form, with the month and weather conditions. It will give a clear understanding.

A photo of Jalna city with a major industry and one residential area should have been introduced.

Meteorological parameters should have been added month-wise as air pollutant concentrations are directly affected by weather conditions.

Air pollutants measuring instruments should be shown in text.

As it is a data collection with little literature, it should be grammatically checked properly.
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
