	The manuscript is scientifically well-designed and organized, aligning with Kolb’s experiential learning theory, and provides both quantitative and qualitative evidence. The study clearly specifies objectives and details learning activities, assessments, and reflection processes. However, there are some minor weaknesses that could be improved, including inconsistent terminology (e.g., “Grade IX” vs. “grade 9”), lack of reported reliability for the reaction scale, and limited generalizability due to the single-school sample.
