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	Fish silage enriched with date pomace has growing importance in animal feed, waste valorization, and sustainable food systems, where both fish processing waste and date-processing by-products are available.
Fish silage provides high-quality protein, peptides, essential amino acids, and minerals.

Date pomace is rich in dietary fiber, residual sugars, minerals (K, Ca, Mg), and bioactive compounds.
Their combination improves energy–protein balance, making the silage more suitable for poultry, fish, and ruminant feed.
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	The incorporation of date pomace in fish silage enhances nutritional quality, fermentation efficiency, antioxidant stability, and economic feasibility while promoting sustainable waste valorization.
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
